The Master Gardener program was conceived when WSU Extension agents in the
Sound area were having difficulty meeting the publicOs demand for information to t
solve plant problems in their home gardens. Extension agents in King and Pierce
Counties started training OMaster GardenersO as a resource to help educate the p
Later, in 1973, a training program began in Spokane County, making the Master
Gardener program a statewide program.

Now, 35 years later, more than 3,000 Master Gardeners contribute hundreds of hot
community service in local communities all across the state, addressing social, eco
and environmental issues.

It was interesting to look at all of the counties represented at the 2008 conference. Some counties are
located in and around Port Townsend, but others are scattered across the state. Three counties are wit
50 miles radius of Port Townsend. Fourteen Master Gardeners attended from Kitsap, 10 from Jeffersor
and 5 from Island County.



Driving 50 to 100 miles to Port Townsend were 17 Master Gardeners from Snohomish County, 5 from
Mason, and 4 each from Clallam and San Juan Counties.

Traveling from 100 to 200 miles away were 64 Master Gardeners from King County, 22 from Thurston,
13 from Pierce, 8 from Pacific-Grays Harbor and Whatcom, 7 from Skagit, 6 from Lewis, 5 from Kittitas
and 4 from Cowlitz County.

Ranging from 200 to 300 miles from the conference site, 8 Master Gardeners came from Benton-Frank
7 from Chelan, 4 from both Clark and Yakima, 3 from Grant-Adams, and one each from Douglas and
Okanogan Counties.

Other Master Gardeners traveled 300 to 400 miles. Five from Asotin County and 3 from Spokane
County. If there was a prize for driving the longest distance to attend the conference, it would be claime
by 3 Master Gardeners from Pend Oreille. They had to travel over 400 miles to join us!

Thank you to the conference attendees who took time to fill out and return their evaluation forms. We h
a 49% rate of return! Your answers and comments are being compiled and will be made available to th
conference staff, the Executive Committee and the committee planning the 2009 conference. Master
Gardeners also recycled over 150 badge holders. That is not only good for the environment, but it will
also save money. Great job everyone!

WSU Master Gardener On-line Training

Perhaps youOve heard the news: the Master Gardener training modules are going on line! Twelve
modules, based on core requirements of the MG Basic Training, are being developed to improve the le
of volunteer training around the state.

Cinde Johnson, On-line Project Coordinator, is working with WSUQOs Center for Distance and Professic
Education and WSU Extension faculty to complete the project for use by fall of 2009.

The on-line training will be in a multimedia format including narrated PowerPoints by Extension
specialists and video clips of them demonstrating plant problems, pests, and horticulture techniques "ir
the field." Crossword puzzles for terminology and fill-in-the-blank botanical diagrams will help make the
learning fun and interesting. Chapter quizzes will be online and will provide immediate feedback, as wil
ID and diagnostic activities.

The development team will build communication avenues into the program to encourage online
community building among trainees and veterans, both in their home counties and between counties
across WA State.

There are various ways counties can choose how to use the program, from having trainees do the onlir
portion at home and come to group classes to discuss the material and talk about local conditions, to
accessing the material in a group setting. The technology allows MGs to review classes as many times
they wish whenever they have time. MGs can form study groups to learn together or they can work
independently and just come together for meetings and volunteer work. The opportunities are many an
will be up to the County program coordinators and volunteers to decide how the on-line version can fit
into their program.



People interested in becoming MGs will still apply to their county Extension MG program, fill out the
application and be accepted into the program before they will have access to the on-line program.

A program of this complexity takes time to develop, of course. The first six modules will be pilot tested
and evaluated this fall in Pend Oreille, Grant-Adams, Grays Harbor-Pacific, and possibly other counties
We'll incorporate the feedback we get into the first six, along with developing the second set of module:
and a "train-the-trainer" module.
